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Data Availability is Often no Longer 
the Problem
·Broad range of agencies make data available via the web
·Wide diversity of interfaces 

·Different data formats

·Different representations

·Interfaces difficult to navigate

·Different periods of record

·Gaps in data and diverse periods of record

·Research groups typically use flat files on an internal 
server

·Data continually updated
