· The meeting started out with a round of introductions and thanks to several folks who traveled to the meeting. Susan Hubbard started the meeting by giving a short overview of the Digital Water Research Thrust Area of the Berkeley Water Center and of associated projects, including the newly-funded Microsoft TCI. 
· Catharine vanIngen then presented the status of the TCI, including design approaches, challenges, and future plans; this presentation can be viewed HERE. Discussion ensued about the importance of the carbon scientists of identifying unique data type names and identifying which type of analysis and plot presentation would be most useful. Particularly needed was guidance on how to handle diurnal variations – how to fill in missing data in a consistent way or how to use redundant met data to double check results. Dennis responded that he is getting a tutorial on data analysis ready for the carboEurope meeting, and will share that presentation with the team. 

· Gretchen Miller then described some of her experience with the Ameriflux database and the recently developed portal from a user perspective. Slides describing her perspective are available HERE. 
· Catharine vanIngen and Deb Agarwal then focused on demonstrating the use of the portal to address particular questions that Dennis Baldocchi had posed, and on training Bev Law, Dennis Baldocchi, and others to use the prototype portal. Deb Agarwal initiated this discussion and training by presenting an overview tutorial about how to access the prototype and BWC-Ameriflux blog; her presentation is available HERE and the blog can be accessed through http://dsd.lbl.gov/BWC/amfluxblog. The blog has a list of miscellaneous “How-Tos” that step one through the process of accessing a datacube and the portal. The cubes are located at bwc.berkeley.edu
· Group discussion of next steps and other issues, include:
· Involving Dennis’ new Postdoc and Bev’s group to start end-to-end demonstrations with portal prototype (i.e., NEE crossover in spring);

· BWC MSFT to participate in October Ameriflux to rollout prototype to public and get feedback.
· Project team should meet with Maggi Kelly soon to start to developing some of the visualization aspects;

· The group discussed getting others to provide input or to start to use prototype (CITRIS scientists, student competition). Deb thought that the prototype was still too fragile to support many different users, but that we should revisit this after it has been through testing with current 3-4 users (Bev, Dennis, Gretchen et al.) and things are running smoothly.

· BWC encourages all team members to log onto ameriflux blog;

· Susan will contact Todd Dawson and Kevin Tu, who are working on fluxnet stable isotope BASIN project, to ask them to join working group meetings.

· Project team discussed the data dimensions for the next cubes to be generated.
